BACKGROUND:  
 

RTD is conducting nine public hearings during July 2017, as required by RTD’s Major Service Change and 

Fare Increase Policy, originally adopted in 1992 to gather public comments and input . RTD is holding 
public hearings for the BRT Implementation and Route Restructuring scheduled for January 28, 2018.  

RTD’s Major Service Change Policy requires public hearings for proposed service changes when these 
changes will affect more than 25 percent of system -wide or route mileage and/or reduce system-wide or 

route mileage by 25 percent or more.  Today , RTD will conduct the seventh public hearing regarding 

RTD’s proposed service changes.  
 

DISCUSSION:  
 

RTD’s Proposed BRT Implementation and Route Restructuring information, effective on January 28, 2018, 

is described in the Planning Department’s draft of the service outline and package of printed maps.   
 

At today’s public hearings, Planning and Scheduling staff will present a series of digital maps that will 
display and provide comparisons between RTD’s current service structure and the proposed system-wide, 

service structure,  Staff will also address the individual route modifications for the January 2018 major 
service change. 
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Proposed BRT IV and V Implementation and Route 
Restructuring Effective January 28, 2018  

 

BRT IV and V Implementation and Service Restructuring Summary  
 

RTD is implementing its fourth and fifth BRT Routes, Rou te 47 Midtown Corridor and Route 49 MLK 
Corridor ; because of these new routes, it will modify the network of longer and cross -town Metro routes 

into a series of short, straight, simple,  500 trunk series routes  operating on memory style service.  

 
Route 47 and 49 Corridor:  

¶ 15-minute frequency weekdays and during peak hours. 

¶ 30-minute frequency weekends and off-peak hours.  

¶ Route 47 will use four hybrid buses. 

¶ Route 49 will use three Proterra electric buses. 

¶ Transfer for Route 47 at DTC and for Route 49 at th e new Union Station.  

 
Reasons for restructuring to the 500 series routes :  

¶ Traditional SMA service has the largest continuous reduction in ridership since FY 2015. 

¶ Current 700 series routes have not recorded a major reduction in ridership during FY 2017, unlike 

most other RTD fixed route programs. 
¶ Current RTD passengers are familiar with and understand the 700 series routes and this 

understanding will translate to 500 series routes.  

¶ Monday through Friday ñ500ò series routes will be easier to communicate to the public 

than a series of disjointed routes that remain from the current service.  

¶ 500 trunk series routes will provide feeder service  integrated with the citywide BRT 

network of five routes and with the limited -service 300 series.  
¶ Increasing BRT hours and reallocating current traditional SMA service levels so that routes would 

not be have disjointed segments that no longer attract ridership.  

¶ Shorter and simpler routes coupled with memory style service ensure the service quality even 

with less revenue hours.  
 

Details of the proposed route restructuring :  

¶ 500 trunk series routes (operating Monday – Friday) will operate as feeder routes that are similar 

in structure to the 700 series which operates traditional SMA route service on Saturday, Sunday, 
and select holidays.   

¶ Reallocations in service will be designed to maintain the highest level of geographic coverage. 

¶ Existing bus stops will be used on new 500 trunk series routes as much as possible.

STATE REPORT 
 

Legislative Analystôs Office (LAO) Releases Transportation Report 
On June 8, the LAO released “Overview of the 2017 Transportation Funding Package,” a report in response to 

the Road Repair and Accountability Act (SB1, Beall) passed in April 2017.  Estimates show that implementation 
of the Act will increase state revenues for California’s transportation system by an average of $5.2 billion each 

year over the next decade.  The report covers the following:  

¶ Brief background on California’s transportation system. 

¶ Description of the legislation and its major features.  

¶ Issues the LAO recommends the Legislature considers moving forward.

Effect on RTD:  The report is informational, since it confirms funding levels provided for highways and tr ansit in 
the Road Repair and Accountability Act passed by the Legislature in April.   
 
Clarifications to State Transit Assistance (STA) Program Approved by Committee  

AB 1113 clarifies funding discrepancies under the STA Program; California transit agencies, including the RTD, 
receiving lower allocations because of the discrepancies.  The State Controller’s Office made administrative 

changes in 2016 that were not in keeping with the statute.  The legislation has been placed on the consent 
calendar by the Senate Appropriations Committee and is expected to be considered by the full Assembly with 

strong support.   

 
Effect on RTD:  AB 1113 would ensure that RTD continues to receive appropriate funding levels under the STA 
Program.  
 
Administrative Penalties Bill Approved by Assembly Committee  

SB 614 would require administrative penalties levied for certain passenger misconduct violations on or in a 
transit facility or vehicle to be deposited with the public transportation agency that issued the citation.   

 
The Assembly Transportation Committee approved SB 614 by a vote of 13-1, and is headed to the full 

Assembly floor for a vote.  The Senate has already passed the legislation.   

 
Effect on RTD:  SB 614 will ensure that RTD receives funding from administrative penalties initiated by RTD.  
 
California Transportation Commission (CTC) Holds Workshop on Congested Corridors Program  

The CTC held a guidelines development workshop for the Solutions for Congested Corridors Program on June 
28 in Sacramento.  The program was created by SB 1 and provides $250 million to fund projects designed to 

achieve a balanced set of transportation, environmental, and community access improvements within highly 

congested travel corridors.   
 

Guidelines will be developed June – October 2017, with final guidelines adopted in December.  Applications or 
project lists are due in February 2018 with a program adoption by May 2018.  

 
Effect on RTD:  The workshop provides helpful information to RTD in applying for transit funding through the 
new Solutions for Congested Corridors authorized under SB 1.  RTD should attend these workshops and be 
actively involved in applying for funding under this new program, which includes transit projects.

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California Court Upholds Cap and Trade Program  

On June 28, the California Supreme Court upheld the Third District Court of Appeal ruling by declining to 
consider the appeal of an earlier ruling.  This decision upholds the California Air Resource Board’s authority to 

operate the Cap and Trade program and ends the current legal challenge to the Cap and Trade Program. 

The California Chamber of Commerce has been fighting the authority of the Air Resources Board to operate the 
Cap and Trade program in the California court system.  The Supreme Court’s action should help stabilize the 

quarterly auctions of cap and trade allowances, the proceeds of which support the Transit and Intercity Rail 
Capital Program, the Low Carbon Transit Operations Program, the Affordable Housing and Sustainable 

Communities Program, and Low Carbon Transportation program. 
 

Effect on RTD:  The California Supreme Court ruling should ensure stable auction proceeds in the future, 
thereby protecting transit programs funded through the Cap and Trade program.  This ruling should provide 
RTD with stable state revenue sources to fund transit capital projects.  
 
FEDERAL REPORT 

 

Presidentôs Infrastructure Week Has Few Details 
The White House planned a week of activities (the week of June 5) for the President that were designed 

to highlight his $1 trillion infrastructure investment plan.  However, a lack of detail from the White House, 
as well as other high-profile events (such as former FBI Director James Comey testifying on the Hill) 

resulted in a more muted effort than previously imagined.  

 
The week started with an event at the White House to announce a series of principles that would guide 

the privatization of air traffic con trol.  Events that followed included a rally in Cincinnati and a session at 
the White House where Administration representatives heard suggestions from a group of governors, 

mayors, and other state and local-elected officials.   The White House officials continued to stress that 
only $200 billion of the $1 trillion would come in the form of direct federal spending and that the other 

$800 million in investment would come from “unleashing” the private sector.  Some new information from 

the Administration—with no other details—on the plan included:  
¶ $200 billion in infrastructure spending.  

¶ 8-year reduction in permit process time.  

¶ $25 billion for rural infrastructure.  

¶ $15 billion for transformative projects.  

¶ $100 billion for local prioritization of infrastructur e needs. 

¶ 1 million apprentices over two years. 

While transportation infrastructure seemed to be the White House’s focus during infrastructure week, the 

President’s budget plan released last month mentions encouraging investment in other forms of 
infrastructure including broadband technology, water resources, and veterans’ hospitals.  Republican 

leaders in Congress continue to prefer addressing infrastructure after they complete health care reform 

and comprehensive tax reform.  With progress on both fronts m oving slowly, most believe that 
infrastructure will not be seriously considered on Capitol Hill until 2018.  

 
Effect on RTD:  While the Administration’s Infrastructure Initiative will likely not be passed until 2018, this 
information is helpful to RTD in e ffectively advocating at the federal level.   
 
DOT Asks Transportation Stakeholders to Identify Obstacles to Building Projects  

The U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) issued a formal request for industry stakeholders to help 
federal officials identify unnecessary obstacles to transportation infrastructure projects.   

 
In a June 8 Federal Register notice, the DOT said it is reviewing its own “existing policy statements, 
guidance documents, and regulations to identify unnecessary obstacles to transportation infrastructure 

projects” and will take public comments through July 24 on “non-statutory requirements that the 
department imposes” that should be removed or revised. 
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The notice specified that it wants to target agency policies or actions “that unjustifiably delay or prevent 

completion of surface, maritime, and aviation transportation infrastructure projects.”  While its “primary 
focus is on administrative items that it has the authority to change” the DOT encourages submission of 

proposed legislative changes “if there are critical changes that are achievable only through legislative 

action.”  Commenters should “make legislative suggestions only if all non-statutory options have been 
exhausted.” 

 
The agency specified that it wants comments on project -hindering regulations, guidance, and policies 

issued from the Office of the Secretary of Transportation and these operating administrations:  Federal 
Aviation Administration, Federal Highway Administration, Federal Railroad Administration, Federal Transit 

Administration, Maritime Administration, and Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration.

Effect on RTD:  RTD should consider whether any current federal transit regulations are too cumbersome 
and need to be simplified or revised.  If legislative changes are needed, RTD should make suggestions to 
the DOT.  RTD may want to consider whether the MPO rule regarding representation of public transit 
providers should be revisited by the FTA or Congress. 
 
House Members Sign Letter Urging Committee to Permanently Fix Highway Trust Fund  

More than half of the House signed a letter that was sent to the Ways and Means Committee asking that 
any effort to overhaul the tax code be used to permanently fix the Highway Trust Fund.  The letter did 

not make any mention of how that structural fix sho uld be achieved, which is the difficult part.  
The letter that was signed by 250 House members, both Democrats and Republicans, was initiated by 

Representative Sam Graves (R-Mo) and Delegate Eleanor Holmes Norton (D-D.C.).  Graves and Norton 
are the Chairman and Ranking Subcommittee members of Highways and Transit Subcommittee.   

Representative Jeff Denham signed the letter.  A copy of the letter can be found in the link below:

Effect on RTD:  The strong bipartisan support in the House for finding a permanent solution for the 
Highway Trust Fund shows RTD that Congress has made federal transportation funding a priority.  This 
means there is a strong likelihood that Congress will reach a solution in 2018 regarding the insolvency of 
the Highway Trust Fund.  
 

DOT Secretary Chao Testifies Before House Transportation Appropriations Subcommittee  
Transportation Secretary Elaine Chao testified before the House Transportation-HUD Appropriations 

Subcommittee on June 15, facing bipartisan criticism over proposed cuts to transportation programs in 
the Administration’s FY 2018 budget request to Congress.  Members of both parties also expressed 

concern about the Administration’s proposal to remove air traffic control from the Federal Aviation 

Administration. 
 

Chao said the Administration is still deciding how it will pay for the $200 billion federal share of its 
infrastructure initiative, sayin g each option faces opposition.  The $200 million in federal funding would 

be over 10 years and would be used to attract another $800 million in private sector spending.  

Chao said that funding mechanisms would be outlined as part of a full infrastructure proposal sometime 
this fall, and that all options remain on the table.  

 
Members also raised objections to cuts in popular programs in the administration’s budget request.  

Subcommittee Chairman Mario Diaz-Balart, (R-FL) said he opposed the budget’s proposed cuts to funding 

for air and passenger rail service programs that benefit rural areas, as well as transit programs.

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Democrats on the Subcommittee said the proposed cuts ran counter to Trump’s infrastructure initiative.  

Ranking Member David Price (D-NC) said the initiative’s “laudable goals” were undercut by proposed 
funding decreases to programs that rely on “core federal funding.” 

 

Effect on RTD:  The Administration’s FY 2018 budget has not been well received on Capitol Hill by 
Democrats or Republicans.  Transportation programs, such as the TIGER Program and the FTA Capital 
Investment Program (New Starts) have been eliminated or significantly decreased.  Programs affecting 
RTD are not affected by the Administration’s budget, since the formula programs and Section 5339 Bus 
and Bus Capital Program are funded through the Highway Trust Fund and subject to the annual 
appropriations process.  
 

House Appropriators Begin Moving Spending Bills without a Budget  
House appropriators held subcommittee markups the week of June 26 since the House Budget 

Committee announced they will not mark up the FY 2018 budget resolution until July at the earliest.  
Internal Republican disputes over mandatory spending cuts slowing down the budget process.   

The latest FY 2018 budget resolution numbers under discussion by House Republicans include: 

¶ $621.5 billion for defense spending. 

¶ $511 billion for nondefense programs. 

¶ $200 billion (targeted) in mandatory spending cuts over a decade using the budget reconciliation 

process. 
¶ $74 billion in Overseas Contingency Operations spending, or war funds, for the military.  

¶ 5% increase in defense sending annually for the next three years.  

 

Meanwhile, appropriators moved ahead with full committee markups the week of June 26, although not 
the transportation spending bill.   

 
In the Senate, Republicans are farther away from considering the FY 2018 budget resolution, since they 

are focused on a health care overhaul.  Senator John Cornyn (R-TX), the Republican whip, announced 

that a budget markup would l ikely not occur until after the August recess.  Senate appropriators are also 
planning to move forward without a budget resolution.  

 
Congress would need a bipartisan budget agreement to actually lift the spending cap for defense above 

the $549 billion set in law (2012).  Senate Democrats have said they want parity between any increases 

in defense and nondefense discretionary spending levels for FY 2018.  House Transportation-HUD 
Appropriations Subcommittee Chairman Mario Diaz-Balart (T-FL) said he has been working on his 

spending bill with the assumption that the allocation could increase or decrease.   

Effect on RTD:  Congress is once again not expected to pass a budget resolution this year.  RTD will likely 
see a year-long Continuing Resolution for FY 2018 that would fund transit programs at the current level, 
not the increased funding levels authorized in the 2015 FAST Act.  The lack of a full-year spending bill 
means that Federal Transit Formula Funds RTD receives will not be appropriated over the entire 
year.  This may have a negative impact because RTD will be unable to effectively plan and administer 
transit capital projects.
